Remainders game


Teaching notes
Each pair of children will need:

· 3 dice 

· 2 sets of coloured counters

· a game board
How to play:

· Player 1 rolls the dice to make a 3 digit number

· He/she divides the number by 6 and places a counter on the remainder
· Play passes to player 2 
· The winner is the first player to get three counters in a row

Looking to differentiate?

· Simplify the game by providing just 2 dice so children are dividing 2 digit numbers

· Provide children with the blank board and ask them to create their own game boards.  Which numbers would they need to include if they were dividing by 12, for example?
· Adapt the Word document to create a new board for different multiplication tables
